Public Land Policy: Scoring Criteria
• Community Engagement
⚬ Did the applicant engage in an authentic community 

engagement and education process, incorporate 

community feedback and craft a community-informed 

proposal? 

• Stewardship
⚬ Is the proposal submitted by non-profit and 

mission-aligned developers whose projects are 

community-led and meet the expressed needs of the 

community? 

• Community Benefits
⚬ Does the proposal include a community benefit 

agreement that resulted from meaningful community 

engagement? 

• Affordable Housing
⚬ Does the proposal create or preserve housing affordable 

for the average resident of the neighborhood?

• Displacement
⚬ Will this project displace existing residents or 

community resources? 

• Resilience
⚬ Does this project include green space & flood mitigation, 

public gardens, and/ or parks?
